Evaluation:

Evaluation is based on point system.  Grades are determined by total points received per assignment, quiz, project, etc.  Assignments/Projects will be assessed with rubrics given to the students at the time they are assigned.  In addition, students will be graded on class participation and discussion.

Also, students are required to spend 10 hours per semester working on productions.

OBJECTIVES OF DRAMA I
The student will
· create a warm up routine based on the realization of the importance of the voice and body to the art of acting
· become more aware of the world around them by developing their mindfulness  listening skills, noting mood, pacing and use of space
· identify the basic elements of pantomime performance and create simple pantomimes
· develop and demonstrate problem solving and quick thinking skills through becoming skilled improvisers
· identify and execute the vocabulary of theatre when responding to formal and informal works of the stage, film/video, and electronic media

· identify and utilize stage directions 
· utilize the who, what, when, where and how questions to create and develop characters 

· identify and analyze elements of a play

· critique character development by analyzing body language and vocal choices of the actor
· compare various interpretations of a play, analyzing the merits of the interpretations
· demonstrate the ability to create rehearsal schedules and set deadlines
· demonstrate the ability to design make up and costume for a particular character through the use of character analysis
· demonstrate the ability to write a critique with clarity, style and use of theatrical vocabulary
Dear Parents,

Some of the materials the students may choose to read or work on in both classical and contemporary literature, may be of a mature nature or subject matter.  As a practice, I do not like censoring the material we study.  I believe the literature we are studying gives us a broader view of  life.  We may not always agree with an author’s point of view, or chose to live our lives as the characters do, but part of our growth comes from understanding and experiencing, through reading or study, the lives of others.  In some ways, it helps us understand our own lives.
