Lip Sync

This will be a lip sync performance of a song of your choice.  The song you choose should, of course, have no inappropriate language or content which is unsuitable for the classroom.  If you have to ask me about it, it is probably inappropriate!  If you choose a song that is inappropriate you will receive a zero on the assignment.  You may choose a song of any style, including Broadway Musicals.  Keep in mind that part of your grade will be based on the accuracy of your lip sync (your lips mouthing the correct words at the right time) and if I can’t understand the words, it makes it difficult to give an accurate grade.  Up to 4 people may perform one song and receive credit, if ALL performers are singing throughout the entire song.  
For this project, you may choose your own group and the group sizes will vary.  I would like the groups to be 2-4 in size, but you may perform solo, if you like…although I would like to approve all solo performances.  I also reserve the right to switch groups around if I feel they are not working well together.  

You will have three class periods to rehearse, then performances begin on FRIDAY!

Your lip sync will be graded on the following criteria:

Lip Sync – (10 points)   The lip sync must demonstrate accurate knowledge of the lyrics which you “sing”, stopping and starting at the same moment the actual artist does, attempting the realism that it is you who are singing.

Performance style – (10 points)  Performers all have very different styles, and each performer can very their style depending on what kind of song they are singing.  You should plan out your blocking and gestures according to the artist’s style.  Dance if you want to dance, but you MUST HAVE MOVEMENT. No matter what style of music you choose, the artist should “sell the song.”

Audience awareness – (10 points)  No matter what performance style you choose, you must demonstrate audience awareness.  The whole purpose of the performance is to entertain the audience so you must always keep them in mind.  Perform with energy, cheat out and give the audience your best.  This is one piece in which you absolutely BREAK THE 4TH WALL!
I encourage you to go online to youtube and watch some videos of lip sync…it is a really fun activity and I want you to have fun with it, as well.
